Hand Removal: Removal of plant material from the soil in environmentally sensitive areas.

Goat Herd Management: Rotating herds to remove dense cover and combo treatments.

Mow-Treat Method: Application of herbicide-water mixtures to cut/damaged stems or foliage.

Cut-Treat Method: Application of herbicide-water mixtures to freshly cut stumps.

Basal Spray: Applications of herbicide-oil-penetrant mixture daubed onto lower stems.

Stem Injection: Applications of appropriate herbicide directly into tree stems.

Prescribed Burning: Drip torching and other methods utilizing experienced professionals.
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Directed Foliar Spray: Application to leaves with herbicide-water-surfactant mixture.
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
